Mulanje Mission Hospital ɀ Renovation and Expansion of 
Family Shelter in Mulanje, Malawi:  Hospitals in Malawi do 
not provide patients with food or clean clothes.  Family 
members of patients stay close by and provide food and 
clean clothes for their loved ones in the hospital.  These 
family members will stay in this newly renovated and 
expanded family shelter. 
National Organization of Korean Presbyterian Women ɀ 
House of Peace in Seoul, South Korea:  Since the mid-90s 
refugees have been pouring into South Korea from North 
Korea looking freedom.  The new House of Peace will 
provide housing, religious education and social services
