Throughout the weeks of Lent, we 
will be using Psalm 51 in each of our worship services.  
We will hear the Psalm in different ways as we seek to 
listen for the word of God ɀ to really hear what He is 
saying when He tells us that it is the sacrifice of our 
hearts that pleases Him most.   
     Isaiah reminds us of what a real fast for the Lord 
looks like:  The Lord says,  
58:1  Shout out, do not hold back!  Lift up your voice 
like a trumpet!  Announce to my people their rebellion, 
to the house of Jacob their sins. 
58:2  Day after day they seek me and delight to know 
my ways, as if they were a nation that practiced 
righteousness and did not forsake the ordinance of 
their God; they ask of me righteous judgments, they 
delight to draw near to God.
