focus on SERVICE.....serving family, serving friends,
serving neighbors, serving community, and serving Jesus.
This is an event for all ages to participate. The evening
will begin with a meal for everyone served in the
Fellowship Hall.  Then while children and youth
participate in fun, structured activities, the adults are
invited to participate in a Bible Study.

For children, Preschool through 5" Grade, each evening
begins at “Backyard Bash” with music, skits and story-
telling, where kids will be introduced to the theme for the
evening. Then, kids experience other activities of the day
that include “Backyard Bible Club”, where kids will
explore the Bible story in a variety of interactive ways;
“Clothesline Creations”, where kids have fun creating
crafts that are service-oriented; ‘“Backyard Fun &
Games”, where kids have time to move around; and
“Community Corner”, where kids hear stories about
community servants and will get motivated to be
involved in community projects. Finally, kids gather back
to Backyard Bash to review, to be encouraged, and to be
motivated to serve others.

For Middle School and High School Youth, each evening
also begins at “Backyard Bash”, followed by a special
program designed just for them that will include music,
Bible study, and games. Then, they will gather back to
“Backyard Bash” to close out their evening.
