From the Pastor’s Study. ..

Fall is here, but the month of October “springs” forth with
many joyful and exciting ways to come together as a family in
Christ. The first Sunday in October is a special day for us —
we celebrate World Communion Sunday with Christian
churches all over the world, and we begin a new fall schedule
with the addition of a weekly fellowship time at 10:25a.m.!
Don’t worry — you won’t have to get up any earlier, our
Sunday schedule still begins at 9:45 a.m. Sunday School for all
ages begins at 9:45 to 10:25 a.m., please note the various
classroom assignments. The new Fellowship time begins right
after Sunday School at 10:25 to 10:50 and Sunday worship
service begins at 11:00. We are exciting about having a weekly
fellowship opportunity to be able to see and chat with our
growing church family more frequently.

October is also the time we begin a new adult Bible study
on Sunday mornings and Thursday evenings.

Back to Basics is a 14 week course and the first of
a 7-part series entitled Water to Dust a Bibilically-based,
comprehensive study on the foundations of our Christian
faith.

Our
church looks forward each year to reconnecting with all of
God’s people who have been a part of the Lord’s church here
at Providence. I am particularly joyful about meeting our
extended family for Homecoming and am excited about
learning more on the rich history of our church. Our Lord
god has richly blessed our congregation with loving and
gracious people through the years.

This month marks the middle of our sermon series on the
Beatitudes. Relatively eatly in the ministry of our Lord Jesus
Christ, the Sermon on the Mount occurs in the Gospel
account according to Matthew. Jesus offers a full treatment
on what discipleship means in his sermon and more
specifically offers us declarations on how blessedness is
realized as Christ’s disciple. We are so blessed to have such
rich and compelling scripture from our Lord to learn from in
seeking God’s will for our lives. Take time this month to
reflect on Christian discipleship and blessedness as found in
Matthew 5:3-12 in conjunction with this month’s scripture
