Imagine my
surprise when | discovered Iwasmyfat her ' s
birthday present. February is often full of surprises,
like the snow and ice that put January quietly to bed
and ushered in this month!

This month also ushers in the Season of Lent,
marked by Ash Wednesday on the 17th. The
purpose of Lent is to be a season of fasting, self-
denial, Christian growth, penitence, conversion, and
simplicity. Lent, which comes from the Teutonic
(Germanic) word for springtime, can be viewed as a
spiritual spring cleaning: a time for taking spiritual
inventory and then cleaning out those things which
hinder our corporate and personal relationships with
Jesus Christ and our service to him. Thus it is fitting
that the season of Lent begins with a symbol of
repentance: placing ashes mixed with oil on one's
head or forehead. However, we must remember that
our Lenten disciplines are supposed to ultimately
transform our entire person: body, soul, and spirit.
Our Lenten disciplines are supposed to help us
become more like Christ, which St. Athanasius aptly
describes as "becoming by grace what God is by
nature."

As we move through the later part of winter and
begin our own Lenten journey let us pause on this
month’'s scripture and
Holy Spirit into us, thereby transforming our spirits
into redeemed-repentant Christ followers.
